Note: Happy Chinese New Year — $T R4 — is said “Xin Nidn Kuai L&” in Chinese.

These bookmarks make a great gift for children in your class, their parents, and colleagues.
Print the bookmarks on red paper.

Cut along the lines to separate.

Individualise each bookmark.

Laminate for durability.

Suggestions

Before laminating

Write a personal message in the space at the bottom of the bookmark.

Decorate the bookmark with gold pens or glitter. (You could even trace the characters with a gold
pen.)

After laminating
Punch a hole at the bottom of the bookmark. Insert a tassel or ribbon.
Cut a fringe at the bottom of the book mark

Distribute the bookmarks.
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
